• Jesus promised to build HIS CHURCH
Matthew 16:18 (p 1131)



THE LORD DEMANDS RESPECT

Matthew 16:28 (p 1132)

• Jesus promised it was coming
Luke 22:18 (p 1214)

• The church began in Jerusalem
Acts 2:47 (p 1255)

• Existed before all other churches
Colossians 1:13 (p 1353)

Ephesians 5:25-26 (p 1347)

• He is the KING
